Mass Media
Mass media are one of the most characteristic features of modern civilization. People
are united into one global community with the help of mass media. People can learn
about what is happening in the world very fast using mass media. The mass media
include newspapers, magazines, radio and television. The earliest kind of mass media
was newspaper. The first newspaper was Roman handwritten newssheet called "Acta
Diurna" started in 59 B.C. Magazines appeared in 1700's. They developed from
newspapers and booksellers' catalogs. Radio and TV appeared only in this century.
The most exciting and entertaining kind of mass media is television. It brings moving
pictures and sounds directly to people's homes. So one can see events in faraway
places just sitting in his or her chair. Radio is widespread for its portability. It means
that radios can easily be carried around. People like listening to the radio on the
beach or picnic, while driving a car or just walking down the street. The main kind of
radio entertainment is music.
Newspapers can present and comment on the news in much detail in comparison to
radio and TV newscasts. News- papers can cover much more events and news. Mag-
azines do not focus on daily, rapidly changing events. They provide more profound
analysis of events of preceding week. Magazines are designed to be kept for a longer
time so they have cover and binding and are printed on better paper.

Mass Media.

The mass media play an important part in our lives. Newspapers, radio and especially
TV inform us of what is going on in this world and give us wonderful possibilities for
education and entertainment. They also influence the way we see the world and shape
our views.

Of course, not all newspapers and TV programs report the events objectively, but se-
rious journalists and TV reporters try to be fair and provide us with reliable infor-
mation.

It is true that the world today is full of dramatic events and most news seems to be
bad news. But people aren't interested in ordinary events. That is why there are so
many programs and articles about natural disasters, plane crashes, wars, murders and
robberies. Good news doesn't usually make headlines. Bad news does.

Some people say that journalists are given too much freedom. They often intrude on
people's private lives. They follow celebrities and print sensational stories about them
which are untrue or half-true. They take photos of them in their most intimate mo-
ments. The question is — should this be allowed?

The main source of news for millions of people is television. People like TV news
because they can see everything with their own eyes. And that's an important ad-
vantage. Seeing, as we know, is believing. Besides, it's much more difficult for politi-
cians to lie in front of the cameras than on the pages of newspapers.

Newspapers don't react to events as quickly as TV, but they usually provide us with
extra detail, comment and background information.

The Internet has recently become another important source of information. Its main
advantage is that news appears on the screen as soon as things happen in real life and
you don't have to wait for news time on TV.

Education in Russia

An educated person is one who knows a lot about many things.I think it is very im-
portant that everyone should be educated. Each pupil ought to do his best to become a
useful member of our society. Education is very important in our life. Going on edu-
cational excursions gives us opportunities to acquire some scientific knowledge.In the
Russian Federation the school education is compulsory. Pupils start going to school at
the age of six. When they complete high grades they can either continue to study at
school for more 2 years, or go to a professional school where they study not only
main subjects, but are able to learn some profession. When school pupils leave school
they can try to continue their educaton in institutes or universities. There are many
school types of schools in Russia: specialized, politecnical, musical art and others.
Nowdays appeared some new types of schools: gimnasiums and colledges.

Education in Russia

Citizens of Russia have the right for education which is guaranteed by the Constitu-
tion. The public educational system in our country incorporates pre-school, general
school, specialized secondary and higher education.Pre-school consists of kindergar-
tens. Children there learn reading, writing and arithmetic. But pre-school education
isn't compulsory - children can get it at home.Compulsory education is for children
from 6(7) to 17 years of age.The main link in the system of education is the general
school which prepares the younger generation for life and work in modern produc-
tion. There are various types of schools: general secondary schools, schools specializ-
Ing in a certain subject, high schools, lyceums and so on. Tuition in most of them is
free of charge, but some new types of schools are fee-paying. The term of study in a
general secondary school is 11 years and consists of primary, middle and upper stag-
es. At the middle stage of a secondary school the children learn the basic laws of na-
ture and society at the lessons of history, algebra, literature, physics and many oth-
ers.After the 9th form pupils have to sit for examinations. Also they have a choice be-
tween entering the 10th grade of a general secondary school and enrolling in a spe-
cialized secondary or vocational school.

Persons who finish the general secondary school, receive a secondary education cer-
tificate, giving them the right to enter any higher educational establishment. Entrance
examinations are held in July and August. Institutions are headed by rectors; the fac-
ulties are headed by the deans. One has to study in the institute for 5 years. Higher
educational institutions train students in one or several specializations.

1. Advertisements want to persuade us to buy particular products How do they do it?

Let’s imagine .Y ou ’re watching TV. It’s a hot evening: You feel thirsty. You see an
advert for a refreshing drink. You see people looking cool and relaxed. You notice
the name of the refreshing drink because you think it could be useful for you to satis-
fy your thirst.Advertisers study how people learn so that they can ‘teach’ them to re-
spond to their advertising. They want us to be interested, to try something, and then
to do it again. These are the elements of learning: interest, experience and repetition.
If an advert can achieve this, it is successful. If an advert works well, the same tech-
nique can be used to advertise different things. So, for example, in winter if the
weather is cold and you see a family having a warming cup of tea and feeling cosy,
you may be interested and note the name of the tea ... Here the same technique is be-
ing used as with the cool, refreshing drink.If advertisements are to he learned, there is
a need for lots of repetition. But advertisers have to be careful because too much rep-
etition can result in consumer tiredness and the message may fall on’deal
ears’.Consumers learn to generalize from what they have learned. So advertisers
sometimes copy a highly successful idea that has been well learned by consumers.
For example, the highly successful ‘Weston Tea Country’ advertising for different tea
has led to ‘DAEWOOQO Country’ for automobile dealers and ‘Cadbury Country’ for
chocolate bars.

2.There are four types of schools in the English and Welsh education system —
nursery. primary, secondary and private schools. Scotland has its own education sys-
tem, which is different. Children start school at the age of five, but there is some free
nursery-school education before that age. The state nursery schools are not for all.
They are for some families, for example for families with only one parent. In most
areas there are private nursery schools. Parents who want their children to go to
nursery school pay for their children under 5 years old to go to these private nursery
schools. Primary school is divided into infant school (pupils from 5 to 7 years old)
and junior school (from 8 to 11 years old). In some areas there are middle schools in-
stead of junior schools, which take pupils from 9 to 12 years old. Primary schools
have from 50-200 pupils. Secondary schools are usually much larger than primary
schools and most children — over 80 percent — go to a comprehensive school at the
age of 11. These schools are for all. Pupils do not need (to pass an exam to go to the-



se schools. These schools are large. They have from 1.200 — 2.500 pupils. School
lasts all day in the UK, so there is only one shift. In some areas there are grammar
schools. Pupils must pass special exams to go to these schools. Some parents prefer
private education. In England and Wales, private schools are called public schools.
They are very expensive. Only 5 per cent of the school population goes to public
schools. Public schools are for pupils from 5 or 7 to 18 years old. Some public
schools are day schools, but many public schools are boarding schools. Pupils live in
the school and go home in the holidays.

3. Britain is one of the most highly industrialised countries in the world: for every
person employed in agriculture 12 are employed in industry. The original base of
British industry was coal-mining, iron and steel and textiles. Today the most produc-
tive sectors include high-tech industries, chemicals, finance and the service sectors,
especially banking, insurance and tourism.

1. Techniques which are used to win customers include coupons, samples, money
back, competitions etc. Many of these techniques are over a hundred years old. New
promotion techniques are not often developed and, even when they are, there is al-
ways a risk that they will not please customers. So why do companies still try to de-
velop new promotion techniques? The answer is because companies which do devel-
op a successful new promotion can win many customers because they are the first to
use the technique.

The oil company Shell invented a new ‘matching-half’ promotion called ‘Make Mon-
ey*. Each time people bought a Shell product they were given half of a bank note. If
they got the other half of the note they could get the money for the two halves. So for
example, if they got two halves of a 500 soum note, they could get 500 soum in cash
in the Shell shop. The competition was very successful because it was simple, it was
easy to win and people liked getting cash immediately. Shell liked it because it could
control the amount of money it had to pay. It printed a limited number of matching
halves. ‘Make Money’ was a very successful promotion and paid for itself many
times over. It helped Shell to increase its sales by 50% over a ten week period. When
the promotion was over, sales remained high for several This was because some mo-
torists who had changed to buy Shell products during the promotion continued to buy
them after the promotion ended.



2. ince 1066 there have been forty monarchs in England, thirty-five kings, five
gueens and seven dynasties. Only fourteen monarchs have stayed on the throne for
more than twenty-five years, one of them is Queen Elizabeth I1.Every royal house or
‘dynasty’ has a surname. In Britain’s case that name is Windsor Queen Elizabeth 1l is
the fourth Windsor monarch. She is also the head of a very large family. She has
three sons, one daughter, and many grandsons and granddaughters.The most famous
British royal home is Buckingham Palace. But it is not the only one. The Queen and
her family have several other castles, official residences and country houses too. To-
day Buckingham Palace is the best known palace in the world. It stands at the end of
a long boulevard called The Mall and it has 600 rooms on three floors, 400 staff, and
300 clocks. After Queen Elizabeth 11, Britain’s next monarch will probably be Prince
Charles, the Prince of Wales. He will be King Charles Ill. Even further in the future
his son, Prince William, will become king too. His title will be King William V. The
National Anthem is called ‘God save the Queen’. But if Prince Charles becomes
King, it will be ‘God save the King’.

3. The Internet was invented in the late 1960s by the US Defense Department’s Ad-
vanced Research Projects Agency. In 1969, there was a network of just four main-
frame computers. A mainframe computer is a large, powerful computer, shared by
many users. The idea of the electronic mailbox was born when users looked for a way
to talk to each other electronically. By 1984,the Internet had begun to develop into
the form we know today. Electronic mail is much faster than traditional mail, because
once the message is typed out, it arrives in the electronic mail box of the recipient
within minutes. It’s better to use e-mail to contact friends rather than phone them, be-
cause e-mail is cheaper for long distances than the phone. People can share their in-
terests through the Internet and it makes it very easy to exchange ideas and infor-
mation. The fax machine is a very convenient aid to contact companies and friends
because messages are transmitted immediately. Fax machines work like photocopiers.
They make a copy of a document and then send it down a telephone line to another
fax machine. Inthis way they can send and receive information from each other. You
can send any kind of thigs by fax, but it is more expensive than e-mail.

Ecology problems.

Since ancient times Nature has served man, being the source of his life. For thou-
sands of years people lived in harmony with environment and it seemed to them that
natural riches were unlimited. But with the development of civilization man’s inter-
ference in nature began to increase.

Every year world industry pollutes the atmosphere with about 1000 million tons of
dust and other things. As a result some rare species of animals, birds, fish and plants
disappear forever. Many cities suffer from smog.

Large cities with thousands of smoky industrial enterprises appear all over the world
today. The by-products of their activity pollute the air we breathe, the water we drink,
the land we grow vegetables.

The pollution of air and the world’s ocean, destruction of the ozone layer is the result
of man’s careless interaction with nature. Environmental protection is of a universal
concern. That is why serious measures to create a system of ecological security
should be taken.



Some progress has been already made in this direction. As many as 159 countries -
members of the UNO - have set up environmental protection agencies. Numerous
conferences have been held by these agencies to discuss problems facing ecologically
poor regions including the Aral Sea, the South Urals, Kasbahs, Donbas, Semipala-
tinsk and Chernobyl. An international environmental research centre has been set up
on Lake Baikal. The international organization Greenpeace is also doing much to pre-
serve the environment.

But these are only the initial steps and they must be carried onward to protect nature,
to save life on the planet not only for the present but also for the future generations.
Environmental problems.

All the nations have the same basic environmental problems. In fact the problem of
environment crisis has assumed global proportions. That is why many ecological
problems can generally be solved only at the world community level.

As nations we all share a single ecological space. Acid rains, for example, have no
boundaries. Nuclear radiation does not respect administrative or national regions. All
the nations must assume a position as responsible members of the world community
level, cooperating in matters of environmental protection.

It’s important that we all work together to share, to overcome ecological disasters.
Both scientists and politicians agree that if some radical steps are not taken, life on
our planet may be damaged if not destroyed altogether, because the number of air
pollutants is constantly growing.

Ecological disasters do not happen by chance. Ignorance, lack of planning, greed and
criminal neglect has been responsible for creating ecological distress zones through-
out the world. Radioactive materials present health and safety problems in an increas-
ing number of countries. Underground nuclear-weapon tests are a major threat to the
environment. Steps must be taken to do away with nuclear tests.

The acid falls to earth in form of rain or snow that can damage anything from the
monuments to living organisms. The increase in traffic is threatening serious air pol-
lution in our cities, because vehicles, not factories, produce most of toxic micro-
particles, which do most harm. Toxic gases appear in the atmosphere in critical con-
centration of carbon dioxide is expected to increase at rates that could change the
world’s climate. The commonest air pollution comes from the cigarette smoke, which
pollutes public places.

Water pollution is another important problem. In several years tourists will find fewer
beaches where it’s safe to swim. Urgent measures must be taken if we don’t want to
leave a dangerous planet to future generations.
