The United Kingdom has a highly developed mixed private- and public-enterprise economy. It ranks among the top industrial
countries in rates of economic growth, productivity and competitiveness. Private sector predominates in Britain's economy. Its
share in national output amounts to 79%. 95% of Britain's labor force is employed by private enterprises.

The main sectors of the economy are manufacturing, services and agriculture. The service sector dominates the UK

economy, contributing around 78% of GDP. The highest proportion of employees (more than two-thirds) is engaged in the
services sector, which includes healthcare, education, retail and wholesale trade, tourism, banking and finance, insurance,
transport, etc. The financial services industry is particularly important and London is the world's largest financial centre.
The share of industry in GDP is 11 times more than that of agriculture. Manufacturing plays a vital role in British economy. It
employs more than one-fifth of all workers. Britain excels in high-tech industries (pharmaceuticals, chemical, electronics and
aerospace) where British companies are among the world's most successful. One of the traditional English industries, the
manufacture of textiles, however, is a shadow of its former selfl. In the 19th century, textile goods were Britain's chief export.
By the 1930s, competition from countries with cheap labor such as Japan, China and India had created problems. The textile
industry declined rapidly and many mills were closed.

Apart from coal and iron ore, Britain has very few natural resources. Though the discovery of oil fields in the North Sea
has allowed the UK to become virtually self-sufficient in petroleum, most of the raw materials necessary for its industry have to
be imported. The coal industry, despite its steady decline since the early 1950s, remains one of the largest and most
technologically advanced in Europe.

British agriculture, though highly mechanized and efficient, produces just about two-thirds on the country's food requirements.
Agriculture accounts for less than 2% of the GDP and employs 2% of the work force.

Britain has an open economy, in which international trade plays an important role. Britain is the fifth largest trading nations in
the world, providing about 10% of world exports of manufactured goods. Britain's main exports are automobiles, textile,
machinery, aircraft, electronic equipment and many others.

NEW MARKETS ARE VITAL

In this episode, the Managing Director, Hector Grant, has to make a decision about allowing his
young Sales Manager, John Martin, to go on an expensive fact-finding tour of a country in Africa called
Abraca.

First we hear John Martin discussing with Peter Wiles, the Production Manager, an article he has
just read in The Times newspaper about the recent discovery of oil in Abraca. He thinks that the firm should
find out whether it would be possible to export to Abraca, and in particular to the capital city, Djemsa,
where a lot of new government offices are shortly to be built. He wants to go there at once and try to open
up a new market.

Hector Grant (or H.G. as his staff generally call him, using his initials) remembers a disastrous
attempt a few months ago to export to a country in South America when the firm lost a lot of money. He is
inclined to be cautious, a bit worried about the difficulties involved, and the expense. So we discover some
of the points which have to be considered by a firm wishing to export.

(In Peter Wiles’ s office.)

John Martin: Hello. Peter! Have you seen the article in The Times this morning about Abraca? It
says here that income per capita is rising fast.

Peter Wiles: I can’t keep up with all these newly independent countries. Is Abraca the country that’s
just found a lot of oil?

John: That’s the one. Apparently they’re going to build a lot of new offices in the capital, Djemsa,
and I think it might be a good market for our furniture and office equipment.

Peter: Ah, the export market. Well, you know what H.G.’s views are on that’.

John: But we must export more, Peter. You really must try and help me to convince Mr. Grant that
we’re crazy not to look for more foreign business. Will you back me up?

Peter: Yes, of course I will; but you know what the boss thinks about exports. He thinks it’s all a
big waste of time and money for very little profit. Anyway, I’1l do what I can.

(In Hector Grant’s office.)
Secretary (Elizabeth Corby): Mr. Martin to see you, Mr. Grant.
Hector Grant: Oh yes, ask him to come in, please, Elizabeth.




John: Good morning, H.G.

Grant: Ah, John, I’ve been thinking about this scheme of yours to sell our products to Abraca.

John: Oh, I’'m glad.

Grant: Yes, it’s all very well to say we should export more, but is the expense worth it? Look what
happened over our attempt to break into that South American market.

John: That was because we had that labour trouble* at the time and we weren’t able to meet our
delivery dates. But we can’t let that one failure stop us from trying to break into a new market.

Grant: You say Abracan imports are going to rise rapidly. Well, let’s have some figures. What are
the difficulties? Who are our likely competitors? What about tariffs?

John: There are tariffs on certain products, but the Board of Trade assure me that our office
equipment would not be liable for duty.

Grant: What about shipping facilities**? It seems there are few direct sailings, and a lot of goods
have to be transhipped via Rotterdam. And then there’s all this red tape involved in getting an import
licence.

John: Well, if | find an agent in Abraca to act for us we can get him to sort out the import licence.

Grant: Have you considered what channels of distribution are needed within the country?

John: I’ll have to find out, but we might be able to sell direct to government departments and oil
companies. Maybe we should have a field survey to find out exactly how the firms in Abraca prefer to buy
their products.

Grant: Field surveys are too expensive.

John: Oh, I don’t agree, Mr. Grant. As you see from my preliminary desk research, Abraca is a
young, rich, expanding country. I’m convinced that we can work up a big demand for our goods there.

Grant: I’'m sorry, John. On balance***, I don’t think it’s quite the right time for this probe. I don’t
want the expense of sending you out there. You’ve got plenty to do in the home market.

John: But surely we ought to go ahead now. Why wait and let somebody else get there first? We
can’t live on our old markets forever!

Grant: Let’s say we have a different way of looking at things.

John: I’'m sorry, Mr. Grant, but I do feel strongly about this. If this is really your policy, then | must
think about leaving the firm.

Grant: You’re being very foolish, John.

John: Perhaps I am. But as our opinions differ so much about the future of the firm, perhaps I"d
better go somewhere a little more forward-looking. I’'m sorry, H.G.

(In John Martin’s office.)

Peter: Good morning, John. Where were you yesterday afternoon? | tried to contact you all over the
place.

John: | went out for a long drive to cool my temper a bit.

Peter: Oh? What happened?

John: You know H.G. decided not to let me go to Abraca.

Peter: Oh no! I thought he’d be bound to agree. I’d have said that particular market was wide open.

John: That’s what I think. Anyway, I just suddenly got fed up with H.G.’s old-fashioned outlook
and | resigned.

Peter: Did he accept your resignation?

John: I didn’t give him much chance. I was so angry I just walked out of his office.

Secretary: Excuse me, Mr. Martin, this letter has just come for you from Mr. Grant’s office.

Peter: What is it, John?

John: Good Lord! It’s a reservation for a first-class return flight to Abraca!

Economic Growth

(1) Many millions of people enjoy a quality of life today that previous generations could not have dreamed of. Home
ownership, private cars and holidays are now standard for most families in industrialized countries. And at the same time,
billions of people in other countries live without even clean drinking water. How can this be? The answer is that the fortunate
few live in countries with sustained economic growth.

(2) An economy is growing when the gross national product is increasing year after year. When economists calculate
economic growth, though, they must take into account the effects of inflation. For example, imagine that the gross national
product of a country increased from $500 billion to $510 billion. That's an increase of 2% in output. Very impressive! However,
if the rate of inflation was 2%, then there has been no real growth at all.

(3) The other thing to remember about economic growth is that not all growth is good. Governments want steady,
sustainable growth. Sudden, sharp increases in growth called a boom can cause the economy to overheat and fall into recession.

(4) Most economists agree that three things are essential for economic growth: capital growth, savings and technological
progress.

(5) Capital refers to the factories and machinery that the workforce uses to turn raw materials into products. More
workers and more raw materials will only lead to a certain amount of growth. Eventually, the economy needs more capital for the
labour to use. Capital growth can also include training and education for the labour force. This makes the workforce more
efficient, creative and productive.

(6) Of course, someone has to pay for the new machines and training. In other words, capital growth needs investment.
Money for investment needs to be borrowed from banks. Banks can only lend if customers make savings. This is why savings are
so important for growth. However, the economy won't grow if everyone is saving and no one is spending. Getting the right
balance between consumption and saving is another part of the challenge of economic growth.

(7) But above all, technology is really essential for economic growth. An advance in technology can increase
productivity from the same amount of capital and resources: just what the chancellor ordered!

AN EMERGENCY IN THE SALES OFFICE

John Martin is due back from his trip to Abraca today and there is a pile of work on his desk. Unfortunately, there is also an
unpleasant surprise waiting for him. His very efficient secretary, Sally Langley, has just telephoned to say that she is ill and
cannot come into the office today.

Elizabeth Corby, Mr. Grant’s secretary, copes with the emergency by going to see the Chief Clerk in the General Office and
asking him if he will lend Mr. Martin one of his shorthand-typists while Sally is away.

The General Office is a very busy place. It handles, among other things, all the office printing and duplicating. It also deals with
the mail: the staff open all the letters in the morning and send them round to the appropriate offices. Twice daily they collect
all the outgoing letters, frank them and post them. They also have an addressing machine, which prints addresses on
envelopes, folds the letters and seals the envelopes very rapidly. This is used for advertising and publicity, as well as addressing
all order acknowledgments, delivery notes and monthly statements of account.

The Chief Clerk, Mr. Baker, reluctantly agrees to lend Fenella, who is inexperienced but willing. Elizabeth tells her where to find
the stationery, gives her a few helpful hints and then leaves her to her fate.

Mr. Martin has a much bigger emergency to cope with as soon as he arrives. Thirty desks have failed to arrive in Holland, and
the agent there, Mr. Van Eyck, rings Mr. Martin in a panic because he is responsible for seeing that they are delivered by a
certain date to the Dutch customers. The firm use forwarding agents to clear the goods through customs, transport them and
deliver them. But something has gone wrong somewhere along the line. Apart from this, and many other jobs which need his
attention, John has also got to report to Mr. Grant on his trip to Abraca.

They discuss the chances of opening up a new market there, who they will use as an agent and how the money to pay for the
goods will be transferred to Britain. Mr. Grant decides he wants an irrevocable letter of credit. A letter of credit is sent by a
bank to an exporter informing him that payment for goods is at the bank. When the exporter proves that the goods have left
the country (by showing a copy of a bill of lading with the signature of the captain, or person responsible, proving that the
goods have been loaded on to the ship) the money is then paid to the exporter. The buyer in Abraca tells his own bank to send
a letter of credit to the exporter’s bank in London. It is therefore a promise to pay as soon as the exporter has shown proof that
he has sent the goods. At the end of the day John has cleared up some of his work, but poor Fenella is nearly at her wits’ end.

If you work, you've probably got a bank account. You could keep the money you earn each month in a box under your
bed but it wouldn't be very sensible. One reason is that it's not very safe. If your house gets burgled, you'll lose everything you've
saved. Another reason is that your money will lose value.

As prices rise, the money in a box under your bed will be able to buy fewer and fewer things. Money in a bank savings
account, however, will earn interest. The interest will help compensate for the effect of inflation. But banks are more than just
safe places for your money. What other services do they offer?

The other main service is lending money. Individuals and businesses often need to borrow money, and they need a
lender that they can trust. This is exactly what banks are - reliable lenders. In fact, most of the money that people deposit in their
bank accounts is immediately lent out to someone else.

Apart from storing and lending money, banks offer other financial services. Most of these are ways of making money
more accessible to customers. For example, banks help people transfer money securely. They give customers cheque books and
credit cards to use instead of cash. They provide ATMs so that people can get cash any time of the day or night.

But how do banks make a profit? Basically, they make a profit by charging interest on loans. Of course, when you make
a deposit into a bank savings account, the bank pays you interest on that money. However, the rate they pay savers is less than
the rate they charge borrowers. The extra money they make by charging interest on loans is where banks earn most of their
money.

For banks, interest is also a kind of security. Sometimes people don't pay back money they borrow. This is called
defaulting on loan. When someone defaults on a loan, the bank uses money earned from interest to cover the loss.

All of this means that most of the money people have saved in the bank is not there at all! A small amount of the total
savings is kept by the bank so that customers can make withdrawals. The rest, however, is made available for loans. The amount
that is kept is called the reserve. The reserve must be a certain percentage of all the savings received from customers, for example
20%. This figure is set by the central bank, and this is one of the ways that governments can control the amount of money
circulating in the economy.

TROUBLE WITH A SPECIAL ORDER
Peter Wiles, Hector Grant’s nephew, is the Production Manager. He is going to have a very hectic day, but he thinks he will have




a quiet morning dictating into a dictating machine a long report which his secretary, Jane, can type back later.

John Martin comes into Peter’s office very worried. He has just received a memo from the Production Department telling him
that there will be a delay in delivery of some special plastic-coated steel sheets. These sheets are wanted for an important
order. They will form part of a console for a computerised control system, the place where one man can sit and be responsible
for the production of a large, fully-automatic chemical plant.

To get the order Harper & Grant had to promise to deliver these desks before a certain date. If they fail to deliver on time they
will lose money, because there is a penalty clause in the contract.

To make these desks, the firm need steel sheets which are coated, or covered, with plastic. The plastic coating is finished in a
heat-treatment oven called an annealing oven*. But the steel company who supply these sheets are not ablppliers, so they may
lose money unless something can be done about it pretty quickly.
