A university professor in Singapore gave a two-hour online lecture but didn't realize he was on mute. Professor Wang, who
teaches Maths, was not aware that throughout his online presentation, the microphone on his computer was switched off. This
meant that none of the students attending his online class heard what professor Wang was talking about. His university switched
his classes online to help reduce the spread of COVID-19. His lecture started well but then it froze. The video came back but the
mic was off and professor Wang did not notice. One of his students says it might have been because the professor was using an
iPad and not a computer.

Students tried many times to contact professor Wang during the lesson but could not get through to him. They waved their arms
and even tried calling him on his personal phone. A video of the moment he understood his mic was off has gone viral on the
Internet. It has received more than 653,000 views. After realizing what happened, professor Wang appeared shocked and stressed.
He said he was upset at the thought of wasting two hours of his students' time. He has offered to redo the lecture at a different
time so his students do not miss that class. One of his students posted on social media about the professor's mishap. She wrote: "
took a class under him before and he teaches well. | feel bad for him."

Underground Railways
Depending on where in the world it is located, an underground electric-railway system may be called a subway, underground
railway, tube, or metro. The underground railway is the quickest, safest, most reliable and comfortable means of city transport.
Metro can solve the problems of carrying a great number of passengers within urban and suburban areas as well as the problems
of traffic jams, air contamination and noise.
Subways are usually built under city streets, but in order to take shortcuts they often must pass under rivers. From the technical
point of view the underground railway system is very expensive and complicated constructional work. This system includes
subsurface lines, ground based lines and elevated lines. Ground based lines are usually used at the terminations of the
underground railways. Outside the immediate downtown area, the subway lines usually emerge above ground too, resembling
conventional railways or elevated transit lines. Besides, the underground and surface structures involve stations, tunnels,
escalators, underpasses, ventilation and sanitary engineering as well as a power supply system.
The permanent way of underground railways differs from the normal railway track. The sleepers are only 0.9m long. They are
shorter than those of the railroad track which are 2.7m long. The sleepers of the normal track are laid upon ballast made of broken
stone or other materials. The crossties of the underground railway are laid directly on concrete base. It is more expensive but
keeps air free from dust. If the ballast were made of slag, gravel, sand or even broken stone, the train would be followed by the
dust clouds.
Modern Metro trains are powered by electricity. The current is obtained from the third rail. This contact rail is laid along the
whole track and transmits the direct current of 825 volts to the train electromotor through the pantograph.
The Underground carrying capacity depends on the number of coaches which ranges from 2 to 8 per train and the frequency of
train running which ranges from 80 seconds to 10 minutes.

Learning Vocabulary

A new study shows that we could learn vocabulary while we are sleeping. This is great news for students struggling to learn a
new language. It is also good for anyone who is trying to expand their knowledge of words. Researchers from the University of
Bern in Switzerland have shown that it is possible to learn new information while we are sleeping deeply, and then recall this
information when we need it after we wake up. This new information includes foreign language vocabulary. The researchers
conducted tests on whether or not a person can remember new words and their translations while they were asleep. They said our
sleeping brain is much more aware of the outside world than we thought.

Researcher Marc Ziist said, "language areas of the brain and the hippocampus - the brain's essential memory hub - were
activated™" after a person woke up. He said these areas of the brain allow us to remember vocabulary during deep sleep. The
researchers said that during deep sleep, our brain cells are active for a short period of time - about half a second. The cells then
enter into a period of inactivity - again, about half a second. The active state is called "up-state” and the inactive state is called
"down-state." The "up-state™ period is the time when our brain could learn new vocabulary. The researchers say more research is
needed to be 100 per cent sure that we can learn vocabulary while asleep.

KUIBYSHEV R AILWAY

The Kuibyshev Railway (KR) is among the country’s largest mainlines. It links European Russia with the economically vital
regions of the Ural and Middle Asia. It runs across 3 republics and 7 regions. The KR is one of the oldest railways in Russia. Its
history dates back to the MorshanskSyzran line put into operation in 1874. This line was 520 km long; it operated 42 steam
locomotives, 47 Morse apparatus, 530 freight cars, 52 passenger carriages and 15 baggage cars. 7 In 1875, the decision was taken
to span the Volga River by a bridge at Syzran, a town 400 km from Samara. Nikolay Belelyubskiy, an outstanding Russian
scientist and bridge engineer was in charge of construction works. The special importance of the bridge was that this was the only
rail link between Central Russia and Siberia. As bridge construction was a matter of national importance, it was personally
supervised by Tsar Alexander Il. 7 million gold rubles were spent to carry out the project. The inauguration of the bridge took
place on August 30, 1880. The 1.5 km girder bridge had 13 spans 110 meters each. Until 1919, its official name was Alexander
Bridge. Nowadays, the KR as a branch of RZD Joint-Stock Company provides sustainable developmentl of the Volga-Urals
economic region. It has 5 divisions: Samara, Ruzaevka, Penza, Ulyanovsk, Bashkiria. The operating length of the KR is 11.5
thousand km; 7.2 thousand km are main-line tracks. There are over 330 stations, including 6 marshalling yards. The railway
operates 23 locomotive and car depots to maintain and repair rolling stock. Freight traffic is a top priority for the KR. Among the
most important goods transported are oil and oil products, chemicals, timber, cement, construction materials, automobiles, etc.
Annually, over 60 min tons of freight is carried by the KR. The introduction of advanced technologies into rail industry ensures
safe and timely delivery of goods. More than 30 min people are transported by our railway every year. Passenger traffic is
provided by long-distance trains, including named trains, as well as by local trains. Electrical multiple-unit trains are very popular
among people living on the territory served by the KR. Every year, 25 million people travel by commuter trains.
